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The Prosecutor of the UN 
International Criminal Tribunal for 
Rwanda, Justice Hassan Bubacar 
Jallow between 11 April – 21 April 
2009 visited the United States of 
America during which he met and 
held talks with various institutions 
and groups in California, briefing 
them on the work of the Tribunal, 
before attending and participating 
in the grand opening and 
inaugural symposium of the 
Illinois Holocaust Museum and 
Education Centre in Chicago. 

The visit was hosted by Mr. 
James W. Parkinson, a senior US 
Criminal Law Attorney with a law 
office in Desert Palm, California 
and Judge Douglas P. Miller, an 
Associate Justice of the Court of 
Appeal, Fourth Appellate District 
Riverside, California. 
 
Between 12 April and 17 April 
2009, Justice Jallow accompanied 
by his Assistant, Peter Tafah, 
travelled to various universities 
and related locations in Palm 
Springs, Riverside and Los 
Angeles where he made 
presentations to students, 
professors and other staff 
members as well as Judges, local 
Prosecutors, Attorneys and 
invited guests on the activities of 
the Tribunal.  
 
The talks were followed by 
discussions with question and 
a n s w e r  s e s s i o n s .  I C T R 
informat ion k i ts  inc luding 
brochures, leaflets and films were 
distributed during the sessions. 
 
The Prosecutor  met  the 
Honorable Speaker of the US 
Congress, HE Ms. Nancy Pelosi  

at the University of California Los 
Angeles during one of his 
presentations at the Law School. 
 
On 19 April 2009 the Prosecutor  
attended the official opening 
ceremony of the Illinois Holocaust 
and Education Centre. The 
ceremony, whose keynote 
speaker was former US President 
Bill Clinton, was attended by 
distinguished dignitaries including 
Senators and Governors from the 
U S  a n d  s c h o l a r s  a n d 
Ambassadors from various 
countries. 

The next day, Justice Jallow, as  
one of the panelists, made a 
strong presentation on the work of 
the Tribunal and its historical 
contribution to international 
criminal justice and international 
law.

Work of the Trial Chambers and the Appeals 
Chamber between 1 and 23 April 2009 
 
1. Trial Chamber I 
 
Ongoing trials 
 
Setako 
The Prosecution case resumed on 20 April to hear its 
last witness via video link. The Chamber sat under 
Rule 15 bis on 22 April, when the same witness's 
testimony was completed and the OTP case was 
closed, in a total of 32 trial days. A status conference 
was also held on 22 April, and the proceedings were 
adjourned until 4 May for the start of the Defence case. 
 
Munyakazi  
The Trial started on 22 April 2009 before Judges Arrey 
(presiding), Rajohnson and Akay. The Prosecution 
case will continue until 1 May and then have a break to 

allow the Presiding Judge to sit for the first part of the 
Defence case in Setako. It will continue in early June.  
 
Cases where judgement delivery is awaited 
 
Renzaho 
Deliberations in this case are ongoing. The Chamber 
will announce the date of judgment in due course. 
 
Nsengimana 
Deliberations in this case are ongoing. The Chamber 
will announce the date of judgment in due course. 
 
2. Trial Chamber II 
 
Ongoing trials 
 
Hategekimana 
On 16 March 2009, the Prosecution case against 
Idephone Hategekimana, a commander of the Ngoma 
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Military Camp, commenced. All Prosecution witnesses 
but one have been heard. The last one will be heard 
on 4 May by video-link. Over the course of twenty-one 
trial days, the Trial Chamber heard the evidence of 
twenty Prosecution witnesses and issued four written 
and sixteen oral decisions. The Defence case is 
scheduled to begin on 22 June 2009. It is projected to 
run over five trial weeks.  
 
Trials in Judgement Drafting Phase 
 
Nyiramasuhuko et al. (Butare) 
The Chamber is hearing the oral Closing Arguments 
from 20 April to 30 April 2009. Judgement drafting is in 
progress.  
 
Military II 
The evidence phase closed on 18 February 2009. The 
Parties filed their final Closing Briefs on 31 March 
2009. The Chamber went on a site visit to Rwanda 
from 13-17 April. Final Closing arguments will be heard 
on 24, 25, 26 June 2009. Judgement drafting is in 
progress.  
 
Bizimungu et al. 
After having heard closing arguments from 1 to 5 
December 2008, the Chamber is currently considering 
pending interlocutory motions and is engaged in the 
judgement drafting.   
 
Trials to Commence Shortly 
 
Kanyarugika  
A status conference was held on 17 April. The trial is 
scheduled to start on 1 June.  
 
Ngirabatware  
The trial is scheduled to start on 18 May 2009. On 15 
April 2009, the Chamber granted a Defence motion to 
certify the appeal of a decision denying the vacation of 
the trial date indicating that if the determination of the 
appeal was filed after the 18 May 2009, the 
commencement of the trial shall be stayed. The 
decision of the Appeals Chamber is awaited.  
 
3. Trial Chamber III 
 
Ongoing trials 
 
Karemera et al. 
Since the resumption of the trial, on 24 March 2009, 
the Chamber has heard 12 Witnesses including one 
witness from video-link from Canada. The presentation 
of Karemera's defence case will continue on 4 May 
2009. Matthieu Ngirumpatse is still absent of the 
courtroom due to his health condition. The decision of 
the Appeals Chamber on the Chambers’ decision to 
sever his case from the Karemera trial is awaited.  
In 2009, the Chamber has rendered so far 58 oral and 
written decisions.  
 
Trials in Judgement Drafting Phase  
 
Kalimanzira 
The Chamber received Closing Briefs on 2 April 2009 
and heard Closing Arguments on 20 April 2009. The 
Chamber is now in deliberations and Judgement 

writing phase.  
 
Nshogoza 
The Defence Case closed on 27 March. Closing 
arguments will be heard on 29 April. Judgement 
delivery is expected in the first half of 2009.  
 
Trials to start soon  
 
Muvunyi 
On 24 March, the Appeals Chamber had granted the 
Prosecutor’s appeal against a Trial Chamber decision 
which would have limited the scope of evidence in the 
retrial to the evidence presented during the first trial. 
The Chamber will hold a Status Conference on 27 
April to discuss the date to start the re-trial (probably 
end of June).  
 
Ntawukulilyayo  
The trial is scheduled to commence on 4 May. Orders 
have been issued in respect of pre trial matters with 
the purpose of narrowing down the issues and 
preparing for the commencement of trial. The 
Prosecution intends to call 15 witnesses.  
 
4. Appeals Chamber  
 
The Appeals Chamber is seized of fifteen matters, 
including five cases involving appeals from judgement. 
 
In the Bikindi case, both parties filed notices of appeal 
from the Trial Judgement rendered on 2 December 
2008 and the briefing is in progress. 
 
In the Zigiranyirazo case, where the Trial Judgement 
was rendered on 18 December 2008, both parties filed 
notices of appeal and the briefing is in progress. The 
Appeals Chamber granted an extension of time to 
Protais Zigiranyirazo to file his appellant’s brief within 
40 days of the filing of the French translation of the 
judgement (filed on 17/04/09). 
 
In the Nchamihigo case, the appellant filed his notice 
of appeal on 6 March 2009 and the briefing is in 
progress. 
  
In connection with the Bagosora et al. Trial Judgement 
pronounced on 18 December 2008, the Appeals 
Chamber decided that Theoneste Bagosora’s notice of 
appeal is to be filed no later than 30 days from the 
date of the filing of the French translation of the Trial 
Judgement. Aloys Ntabakuze and Anatole 
Nsengiumva filed their notices of appeal. 
 
In the Rukundo case, in which the Trial Judgement 
was rendered on 27 February 2009, the prosecution 
filed its notice of appeal on 14 April 2009 and the 
Appeals Chamber granted an extension of time to 
Emmanuel Rukundo to file his notice of appeal within 
30 days of the French translation of the Trial 
Judgement. 
 
The Appeals Chamber is also seized of five 
interlocutory appeals: an appeal from Joseph Nzirorera 
concerning disclosure, an appeal concerning the 
continuation of the Karemera et al. trial, an appeal 
from Joseph Nzirorera concerning admission of 
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evidence rebutting adjudicated facts, an appeal from 
Leonidas Nshogoza concerning sanctions imposed on 
counsel, and an appeal from Augustin Ngirabatware 
concerning his trial date. The Appeals Chamber also 
has before it an appeal from Tharcisse Muvunyi 
concerning provisional release. 
 
In addition to these appeals, the Appeals Chamber is 
seized of a request for review relating to the Media 
case Appeal Judgement, filed by Jean-Bosco 
Barayagwiza; as well as applications from Georges 
Rutaganda, Emmanuel Ndindabahizi, and Alfred 
Musema concerning post appeal matters. 
 
From the beginning of 2009, the Appeals Chamber has 
rendered one Judgement, in the Karera case, five 
decisions on interlocutory appeals, four decisions 
concerning post appeal matters, and fifty preliminary 
decisions or orders. 
 
To date, the Appeals Chamber has delivered twenty-
one Appeal Judgements, concluding the appellate 
proceedings in respect of twenty-seven persons.  
 
Closing Arguments Presented in Nshogoza 
Case 
 
The Prosecution and the 
Defense concluded their 
respective cases in the trial of 
Léonidas Nshogoza on 28 
April 2009. Nshogoza is 
charged with contempt of the 
Tribunal and attempt to commit 
acts punishable as contempt of 
the Tribunal, before Trial 
Chamber III of the International 
Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda (ICTR), composed of 
Judges Khalida R. Khan, Presiding, Lee G. Muthoga 
and Judge Aydin Akay.  
 
In its summation, the Prosecution prayed for the 
conviction of the accused and requested for an 
appropriate and effective sentence which can deter 
similar crimes in future. The Prosecution stated that, 
on account of uncontroverted evidence it had proved 
that the accused knowingly and willfully perverted the 
course of justice by corruptly soliciting and procuring 
false testimony. It added that much as the case was 
simple but the charges were very serious because 
they involve an attempt to pervert justice in a genocide 
case and interfering in the administration of justice.  
 
The Defence, in its closing arguments, however, urged 
the Trial Chamber to dismiss the case and acquit the 
accused because the Prosecution had failed to prove 
its case. It argued that the Prosecution had only shown 
that it was far from coming close to meeting the burden 
to prove its case beyond a reasonable doubt in all the 
counts facing the accused. 
 
Nshogoza, who was former investigator for the 
Defence during the trial of Jean de Dieu Kamuhanda, 
is charged on four counts with: count one and two; 
contempt of the Tribunal; count three and four; attempt 
to commit acts punishable as contempt of the Tribunal. 

The accused is alleged to have committed the 
offences with intent to fabricate additional evidence 
and procure false statements for use in support of the 
appeal against conviction and sentence of Jean de 
Dieu Kamuhanda. 
 
Léonidas Nshogoza was born in 1961 in Rukeri, 
Kiyumba Muhanga province in Rwanda. He voluntarily 
surrendered to (ICTR) at its seat in Arusha, Tanzania 
on Friday 8 February 2008. His trial began on 9 
February 2009. 
The accused is assisted by Defence Counsel Ms. 
Allison Turner while Mr. Richard Karegyesa is leading 
the Prosecution team composed of Mr. Abdoulaye 
Seye, Appeals Counsel and Dennis Mabura.  
 
Closing Arguments in Kalimanzira Case 

 
On 20 April 2009 the 
Prosecution and the Defence 
presented their closing 
remarks in the case of Callixte 
Kalimanzira, former Chef de 
Cabinet of the Ministry of the 
Interior who is charged with 
three counts of genocide, or in 
the alternative complicity in 

genocide, and with public incitement to commit 
genocide. 
 
The Prosecution prayed for Trial Chamber III, 
composed of Judges Dennis Byron, presiding, 
Gberdao Gustave Kam and Vagn Joensen to convict 
the accused and sentence him to imprisonment for the 
remainder of his life. The Defence on its part called for 
his acquittal on all counts. 
 
The Prosecution stated that it had proved beyond a 
reasonable doubt that Kalimanzira in a rational and 
calculated fashion directed others, his foot soldiers to 
carry out the slaughter of Tutsi civilians in Butare 
prefecture. “He reduced Tutsi human beings to prey at 
public places such as meetings and roadblocks and 
incited gang members of the local population to 
participate in the massacre of their Tutsi neighbours”. 
 
“Your Honours Kalimanzira deserves nothing less than 
imprisonment for the remainder of his life,” the 
Prosecution said.  
 
The Defence countered that it had shown that the 
witnesses for the Prosecution were not credible and 
therefore they should all be rejected. It added that the 
allegations made by the Prosecutor which are 
supposed to back up conviction have not been proven 
and called for Kalimanzira’s acquittal. 
 
Kalimanzira, whose case began on 5 May 2008, was 
on 8 November 2005 taken into the ICTR custody after 
he surrendered to Tanzanian authorities in Arusha. On 
14 November 2005 he pleaded not guilty to the 
charges against him when he made his initial 
appearance before the Tribunal. In the course of the 
trial, the Prosecutor called twenty four witnesses and 
the Defence forty three witnesses including the 
accused.  
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The Prosecution was led by Christine Graham while 
Counsel Arthur Vercken and Co-Counsel Anta Guissé 
represented the accused. 
 
Trial of Yussuf Munyakazi Starts 
 
The trial of Yussuf Munyakazi, 
former businessman in 
B u g a r a m a  c o m m u n e 
(Rwanda) opened on 22 April 
2009 before Trial Chamber I of 
the International Criminal 
Tribunal for Rwanda (ICTR) 
composed of Judges Florence 
Rita Arrey Presiding, Mparany 
Mamy Richard Rajohnson and Aydin Sefa Akay. 
 
In its opening statement, the Prosecution described 
Yussuf Munyakazi as “a villain; the devil who stripped 
his victims of everything it meant to be human”. 
Richard Karegyesa, for the Prosecution, added that, 
“The Prosecutor shall prove in the coming weeks by 
direct and circumstantial evidence that Munyakazi was 
not a stranger to the criminal enterprise and that he 
executed its objectives with great efficiency, in person 
and in concert with other members of the criminal 
enterprise with whom he shared the intend to commit 
genocide and extermination. The evidence will show a 
leader in full control of events rather than a reluctant or 
unwilling participant by forces beyond his control”.  
The Defense will make its opening remarks when it 

begins its case. 
 
The trial is taking place at the ICTR following the 
denial, by Trial Chamber III on 28 May 2008, of an 
application by the Prosecutor for referral of the case to 
Rwanda. On 9 October 2009 the Appeals Chamber 
upheld the decision. Both Chambers cited serious 
concerns about the rights of the accused and his 
getting a fair trial in Rwanda as well as the 
independence of its judiciary. 
 
Yussuf Munyakazi was jointly indicted in 1997, with 
Emmanuel Bagambiki and Samuel Imanishimwe. In 
2000, the Trial Chamber granted the severance of his 
case, and the indictment was subsequently amended 
in 2002, charging the Accused for genocide and 
alternatively complicity in genocide, and extermination 
as a crime against humanity.  
 
The accused was arrested on 5 May 2004 in the 
Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) and transferred 
to the UN detention facility in Arusha on 7 May 2004. 
During his initial appearance on 12 May 2004, Yussuf 
Munyakazi pleaded not guilty to charges brought 
against him by the Prosecutor that he participated in 
the1994 Rwanda genocide.  
 
The accused is represented by Jwani Mwaikusa 
(Tanzania) and Richard K. Kabimba (Congo). The 
Prosecution team is composed of Richard Karegyesa, 
Segun Jegede, Didace Nyirinkwaya & Dennis Mabura, 
Assistant Trial Attorney.

• Site visit to Rwanda in the Ndindiliyimana et al. 

case 
 
Between 14 and 16 April 2009, the Judges of Trial 
Chamber II and Chamber's Legal Officers, 
representatives of the Parties and Registry 
representative conducted a site visit to Rwanda. Sites 
located to Kigali, Ruhengeri and Butare/Nyaruhengeri 
were visited. 
 
On Tuesday 14 April 2009, the delegation visited the 
Camp Kigali, RECCE headquarters, the Armoury, the 

site where Belgium Soldiers were killed, ESM, CHK, 
Former Hotel Diplomat, Former Residence of Prime 
Minister Agathe Uwilingiyimana, Avenue Paul VI, 
Avenue de L'Armée, Milles Collines Junction, Radio 
Rwanda, Rwandatel, National Bank of Rwanda, 
Former Office of the President, Kacyiru Camp and 
Kinamba. 

The following day, the delegation proceeded to 
Ruhengeri where the Hotel Muhabura and the Former 
Court of Appeal were visited. The delegation also 
visited the Mukamira Military Camp. 
 
On 16 April 2009, the delegation proceeded to Butare 
and Nyaruhengeri were the Kansi Parish and accused Outside the Former Residence of Prime Minister  

Agathe Uwilingiyimana 

Judges Hikmet, De Silva and Park In Kanzi Parish, Butare 
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Ndindiliyimana's house were visited. That day also 
marks the end of this successful mission during which 
all sites were visited. 
 
The mission was conducted following the Chamber's 
ruling of 9 March 2009 directing the Registry to make 
all necessary arrangements to visit the relevant sites 
from 13 to 18 April 2009. 
 
• South African Students Visit ICTR in Rwanda 
 
Thirteen law students accompanied by two officials 
from the Human Rights Centre of the University of 
Pretoria visited Rwanda from 15-24 April 2009. As part 
of the ongoing programme since 2002, the group was 
received by the staff of Umusanzu Information Centre 
and facilitated in their meetings with different 
Government and Civil Organization’s Officials, where 
they were undertaking a research study on genocide, 
human rights and conflict resolution. 
They were mainly interested in the work of the ICTR, 
the causes of the 1994 Genocide, the operation of the 
Rwandan judiciary, contributions of civil organizations 
to the reconstruction of Rwanda and the achievements 
in Rwanda as regards Unity and Reconciliation. 
 
During their stay in Rwanda, they received briefings 
from the:  
 
The Head of the Information Centre, Mr. Innocent 
Kamanzi accompanied by his Public Information 
Assistant, Mr. Kamuru Charles on the current status of 
the work of the Tribunal and matters related to the 
ICTR Outreach Programme in Rwanda; Vice President 
of the supreme court, Mr. Sam Rugege on the 
operation of the Rwandan judiciary prior to and after 
the genocide; Gacaca secretariat on the operation of 
traditional justice, its achievements and challenges 
faced by this form of local justice; Officials from the 
National University of Rwanda in Butare on the history 
of the University prior and after the genocide and its 
role in the reconstruction of the country; Prosecutor 
General’s Office about the operation of the 
prosecutor’s office and the existing cooperation 
between the ICTR and the Government of Rwanda; 
Officials from the Institute of Research and Dialogue 
for Peace in Rwanda; Executive Secretary of the 
National Unity and Reconciliation Commission , 
Fatuma Ndangiza, on the current situation in the 
country as regards Unity and Reconciliation; and the 
Executive Secretary the National Women Council, Mrs 
Christine Tuyisenge on the Objectives of the council, 
the role of Rwandan Women in the Political, Social and 

Economic Development in the Country.

• Arusha Commemorates 15th Anniversary of 
Genocide 

 
On 7 April 2009, at Naura Springs Hotel, members of 
the local and international community living in Arusha 
commemorated the 15th anniversary of the Genocide 
against the Tutsi, an event which was organized by the 
Rwandan Diaspora in Arusha under the theme: “Let’s 
keep alive the memory of Genocide against Tutsi 
by fighting its revisionism and negationism”. 

Participants to the event, at which the guest of honor 
was the Arusha Regional Commissioner Mr. Isidore 
Shirima, included the ICTR President Judge  Dennis 
Byron, the ICTR Prosecutor Justice Hassan Bubakar 
Jallow, the OIC Deputy Registrar Mr. Pascal Besnier, 
the Special Representative of the government of 
Rwanda to ICTR Mr. Aloys Mutabingwa, 
representative of the Speaker of the East African 
Legislative Assembly Hon. Dan Kidega, the Dean of 
the EAC Defense Liaison Officers Brigadier General 
(Dr.) Norbert Kalimba, the Vice President of the 
Rwanda Diaspora Global Network, Mrs. Leonie 
Rutanga, senior members and staff of the ICTR, the 
African Court on People’s and Human Rights, the East 
African Community, the East African Business Council, The students being briefed by the Executive Secretary of the  

National Council for Women, Mrs Christine Tuyisenge  
at ICTR Umusanzu  Centre in Kigali 

Observing a minute of silence 
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members of the Rwanda Diaspora in Arusha and 
members of the Arusha community.  
 
The event began with a one-minute silence in 
remembrance of the genocide victims followed by 
lighting of a candle by the guest of honor as a symbol 
of hope for a brighter future.  
 
Ms. Geraldine, Chairperson of the Rwanda Diaspora in 
Arusha thanked the partcipants for their support to the 
Rwandan people as they commemorated for the 15th 
time the tragedy that befell Rwanda in 1994. She 
requested all mankind to work together to avoid the 
recurrence of the genocide anywhere in the world and 
thanked all those who contributed towards making the 
event a success. 

In their respective speeches, the Arusha Regional 
Commissioner Mr. Shirima, the ICTR Prosecutor 
Justice Jallow and the OIC Deputy Registrar Mr. 
Besnier all said that what happened in Rwanda in 
1994 was tragic and occurred before the eyes of the 
international community. They stressed that the work 
of the Tribunal is primarily aimed at bringing justice to 
the Rwandan people so that the perpetrators of the 
genocide can be exemplarily punished, thus 
contributing to the unity and reconciliation of the whole 
nation. 
 
Honorable Dan Kidega, member of the East African 
Legislative Assembly, on his part said that the 
genocide that took place in Rwanda in 1994 was a 
result of bad leadership. He then condemned such 
leadership and  stressed the need for good leadership 
if we want to avoid atrocities such as the genocide in 
Rwanda. 
 
The Special Representative of the Government of 
Rwanda to ICTR, Mr. Aloys Mutabingwa said that the 
7th of April reminds Rwandans of 100 days during 
which the nation was subjected to a senseless killing 
when a cross section of Rwandans was targeted 
merely because of their ethnic background. 
 
He underlined the fact that although the government of 
Rwanda has always been at the forefront in helping 
survivors of the 1994 genocide, the latter are still 
facing many challenges in improving their lives and 
their social welfare.  
 
He called upon everyone to engage in the fight against 
genocide ideology, revisionism and negatism wherever 
they might be and added that the government of 
Rwanda and Rwandans in general will not tolerate any 
person harboring those vices.  
 

In her closing statement, the Vice President of the 
Rwanda Diaspora Global Network, Mrs. Leonie 
Rutanga explained the origin and the genesis of the 
“Agaseke One Dollar Campaign” project which is 
aimed at raising funds from Rwandans living abroad 
and their friends in order to provide a shelter for the 
homeless and vulnerable orphan victims of the 
genocide. The project was then officially launched by 
the guest of honor, the Arusha Regional 
Commissioner. 
 
• ICTR Participates in Dar Genocide Memorial 

Event 
 
In efforts to raise greater awareness of the work of the 
Tribunal three officials from the Tribunal took part in 
the 15th Rwanda Genocide Memorial Commemoration 
in Dar es Salaam on 7 April 2009. 
 
The delegation was composed of a representative of 
the Prosecutor, Mr. Richard Karegyesa and two 
officials from the ERSPS, Mr. Danford Mpumilwa, 
Associate Information Officer and Ms. Rani Dogra, 
Editorial Assistant. 

The ICTR set up an exhibition at the Karimjee Hall 
where the event was taking place and Mr. Karegyesa  
presented a paper updating participants on the work of 
the Tribunal. The ICTR took advantage of the event to 
talk with the local press on matters pertaining to the 
work of the Tribunal as a vital response by the 
international Community to the Rwanda genocide. 
 
The well attended event took place at the Karimjee 
Hall on 7 April 2009 beginning 15:00 hrs. It was 
attended by senior Government and NGO officials, 
diplomats, academicians, students and members of 
the public.

The guest of honour, Ambassador Francis Malambugi, 
the Acting Permanent Secretary to the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs and International Co-operation 
reiterated Tanzania’s commitment to the promotion 
and maintenance of peace and rule of law in the 
region. Other speakers at the event included a 
representative of the UN Resident Coordinator in Dar 
es Salaam Mr.Yacoub El Hillo and the Rwanda 
Ambassador to Tanzania HE.

• ICTR Holds Exhibition at the International 

Genocide Symposium In Rwanda 
 
The United Nations International Criminal Tribunal for 
Rwanda (UNICTR) in collaboration with the Rwandan 
Commission for the Fight against Genocide, from 4 -6 
April 2009 held an exhibition at Hotel Serena, Kigali 
during the International Symposium on the Genocide 
against the Tutsis in Rwanda in 1994. 
 
With the theme ‘’15 years after the Genocide 
against the Tutsi in Rwanda, Stakes, Challenges 
and Future Prospects’’ the Symposium was part of 
the major activities organized by the Rwandan 
Government to mark the 15th anniversary of the 1994 
Genocide in Rwanda.    
 
The ICTR Exhibition was conducted by the staff of the 
Tribunal’s Information and Documentation Centre 
based in Kigali, the ‘’Umusanzu mu Bwiyunge Center’’. 
It was characterized by posters with information and 

pictures on lessons learnt from the Rwandan 
Genocide, its causes and how to fight its ideology, 
various ICTR publications including brochures, 
pamphlets, postcards, books, ICTR newsletters, 
judgments and other information materials. Various 
ICTR documentaries were also screened daily during 
the symposium.  
 
The symposium attracted speakers from different parts 
of the world ranging from Rwanda, other African 
countries, Europe, Canada and the USA. The main 
topics discussed included: Genocide against Tutsi: 
preparation and execution; Preventing and Curbing the 
Genocide Ideology; Negationism and Revisionism; 
Reparations and post genocide reconstruction in 
Rwanda and memory of the Genocide against Tutsi. A 
presentation was also made by one of the speakers, 
Prof. Martin Mannecke on ‘’the International Criminal 
Tribunal for Rwanda vis-à-vis the I994 genocide in 
Rwanda ‘’ where he praised the achievements made 
by the Tribunal like the Institution being the first 
International Tribunal to try a Head of Government: the 
former Prime Minister in the Genocidal regime, Jean 
Kambanda. 
 
This International Symposium, attended by various 
participants including Government Ministers and 
Senior Officials, foreign scholars, Researchers, 
Academic Professionals, Military Officers and other 
dignitaries, was officially closed by President Paul 
Kagame of Rwanda.
